Those naturalised were Alex Bereshezckiy , Hilde Bittkow , Wilhelm
Bittkow , Theologos Kamit sis, Nikolaos Nikit aras and Thomas Regan.

All in good time
Memorabilia from the 1970s, such
as photos, letters and trinkets, fill a
time capsule, which was buried by
Sir Charles Cutler, MLA, on the
eastern side of Robertson Park, for
Orange Lions Club as a fund-raising
project. The copper capsule, which
is over two metres tall, was made by
Orange TAFE College students. It
will be unearthed on 29 June 2023,
50 years after it was buried.
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
