Royal Hotel

The Royal Hotel, on the cornerof
Summer Sreet and Lords Place, was
opened about 1859 and is Orangg’old-
est surviving pub. It was the first two-
storeyed hotel eected in Orange and
was known as théNellington Inn. It was
renamed the Royal Hotel by James
Torpy. Dennis Hanrahan (1865-67),
Catherine Hanrahan (1869), James
Torpy (1860-1872), and JohiWilliam
Smith (1876-1893) wes early publicans.
Andrew Edye from the Club House
Hotel took it over in 1894 at least until
1906, thenWilliam B Edye ( 1910 -17),
LV Edye (1920), and then Oswald Neich
in 1926.The building was remodelled in
the 1930s. It was the booking @ite for
Cobb & Co from 1880 to 1912.

Civic Centre

Orange Civic Centre com
plex was completed in the mid
1970s.

It comprises administrative
offices, council chambers, public
forum and function room, and
theatre and foyer

In the 1960s fairs and travel
ling circuses wee set up on the
vacant paddock afterthe
Parkview Flats (previously a
hotel) were demolished on the
corner. Arow of cottages also
lined this part of Byng Sreet.

Parkview Hotel

The Parkview Hotel, on the cornerof
Summerand McNamara streets, was named
the Miner’sArms until 1883. It was pur-
chased fom Patrick Kenna by JamesWilliam
Small. He renamed itTattersall's Hotel.
Curran’ s shop first occupied this corner

Early publicans included James Small
(1887, 1893)William Raphael (1895),William
Mclver McCauley (1899),William Johns
(1901, 1910), James McCormick (1906),
Joseph Mayne (1917), and Sloane (1926).

In the 1980s it was enamed the Parkview
In February 2002 majoraward-winning renc-
vations were completed and the awning was
replaced with a laced ion verandah.
